                                                   PRESIDENT REPORT 2025

I have written this report in good faith as President of the Bribie Island RSL Club, Social Golf. 

To the best of my knowledge carried out this position as required by the guidelines of our Clubs Constitution, President’s Duties - 
13 a.	The President is the principal leader of the Club and has overall responsibility for the Club administration and requirement under the B.I. RSL Club Rules.
The year of 2025, I was elected at our A.G.M.to become President of B.I. RSL Club Social Golf. 
Firstly, I would like to thank my husband (Scooby) for his ongoing support throughout the year, as we all know you need to be supported. Trevor has assisted me with much of the heavy lifting and sacrificed his time to encourage me to fulfill this role.

I would like to give a big thank you to a wonderful and supportive committee, Secretary, Ernie Hall who has worked diligently in his role to carry out his duties across many aspects in the running of the Club. Mark Larsen who has truly exceeded his duty as Handicapper, Mark has had all the handicaps presented at game days, liaising with Ernie, assisted as Stand in Captain job well done. Graham Mahoney our Treasurer, who has always kept an eye on the figures and implemented the Tap and Go machine at game day and Raffles. Graham and myself instigated the running of a working account separate from our main account; in 2024, these have both exceeded our expectations in 2025, the raising of funds for our Club. Our Captain, Shane Shipton who has carried out his duties admirably with work commitments at times, which limited his game day playing, along with Kevi Hobbs voted in as assistant Captain stood up when required along with Mark. Evan Rowlands our Raffles Co-Ordinator who duties he carried out under sometimes trying and stressful situations, by the lack of enthusiasm in attendance of raffle nights from our members. Seeing the same members contributing to Raffle nights and game day raffles, which we all feel is a minority contribution from supportive members, not good enough.  With this Committee we have truly defined the meaning of “committee” working as a team, which was my intention from the start of the year. Thank you, Cate Palmer, for her initial work on the Royal Pines liaising and securing another wonderful Annual Trip, and negotiating 2026 Trip, Cates amazing input and negotiating skill sis greatly appreciated and Chris Harris for his vital input into the running of raffles etc in Evans absence.  Doing my role, I am only one cog in the wheel, unless we work as one, across the board, a committee and Subcommittee can become dysfunctional and lose their main objective, for the better enhancement of the members and the club as a whole.

We were fortunate enough to hold committee meetings when required by our Constitution. We have been able to think outside the box and implicate the suggestions and ideas of the committee members and those put forward by our members. 
I therefore thank each and every committee member for their role they completed, even at times frustrating. I thank those assisted in giving me valuable advice throughout my tenure.

Ernie has been a great mentor to me personally, his job as Secretary, we have worked well together, and Ernie has also maintained the Web Site, his knowledge across all aspects of the positions of Committee Positions is invaluable. Our game day Sponsor the Bribie Hotel with their $50 voucher Game Day Raffles, hopefully ongoing into 2026. Negations with all Sponsors/Supporters is a vital role, it is evolving each year and cannot be taken for granted. Many other charity organisations rely on their support and funding, so we have no guarantees for any financial support in 2026, this is why it is vital to always keep these Supporters/Sponsors in the loop and partake fortnightly in our Raffle Nights.

I thank all members for their prepayments of games, it has been a long arduous process, over the year, finally, members are now completing their payments and in 98% of game day payments the books square up. Chasing up unpaid game payments can become tedious and time consuming, all time is precious. This needs to be followed through in 2026, it makes paying the game day payment an easy process. In 2025 with changes to other clubs rules any withdrawals without notice prior, will cost the player as with late registrations, due to club’s changes and new policies, when ringing through game numbers.

Moving forward to 2026, with again new rules coming into play from Clubs, more stringent rules and as a Club we must be diligent in adhering to the new rules along with the game day increase in prices, Raffles and Game Day raffles are vital to maintain the Clubs survival. 

Game Day participation has been declining over the past twelve months, courses set their fees on minimum numbers for discount, so being actively attending game days is a vital part to continue the Club into 2026 and beyond, especially away games, not only at home. The culmination of the year’s program was the Awards Day Presentation and Christmas Luncheon attended by members and guest. Thank you to Ernie being our MC, Mark for his assistance in presenting Awards. Those that received trophies and plaques to hold for the 12 months, the RSL now with completion of the Club have not allowed for Community Trophies at this time. So, members at this time will continue with the taking home of Trophies etc. 
 
The Club is the members, with many becoming older, to encourage and welcome new membership, to involve them in running of the Club as per our Club Ethos. With technology updating and evolving moving forward the Club has to evolve with the changes that will be presented to us in 2026. We will be challenged, but with a reliable Committee and Sub Committee I am sure the Club will benefit and move forward.
